Jim reports that everything looks good

Joint ELA/TLA meeting (Donna Isbell)
-Donna reports that it was a good meeting.  Not many ELA members attended.  Discussion regarding catching Walleye.  

Lowering of the lake for the winter?  Donna- Canal corps- Donna has communicated with the Canal corps and will be reaching out to them

Jim reports that there is a certain date that they will draw down.  Most likely is will be sometime in October.  Tim reminded that our lake is a quick recovery lake and not to be concerned if it is low.

Conversation about pulling the lily pads out of the lake.  Jim Cunningham reports that there are certain lily pads protected; however, the plants that are in the lake can absolutely be pulled.  If you pull the plant it will be helpful.  

Conversation about weed harvester- Brian was asking about the weed harvester. Conversation about the possibility of hiring the weed harvester- looking into cost and effectiveness.  
Conversation about the possibility of dredging up the lake.  Residents reported their experiences with working with the DEC and the roadblocks that came up during attempts to dredge.  The town offered to help; however, it appeared that the resistance was coming from the DEC.  

Fireworks- interested in looking into the possibility of fundraising for fireworks?  It would be separate from the association and we would look into hiring an insured company.  
Possibility of majestic fireworks.  The cost is approximately $6000.  There is a possibility of having the date of 2nd and the 5th this year. The following year could possibly be a better date.  The association discussed investigating the possibility of having an insured company do a fireworks show.

380 acres in total.  They are going to retain about 4.5 acres right around the white farmhouse and surrounding buildings. The remaining will be a gift to CPF (375 acres) 2 grants have been secured to determine the next steps in the process. Nature Conservancy Worked with Colgate University students- Capstone project: Worked on initial trail map ideas.  Hoping to work with local universities to use the property as an educational space.  
-Resident asked about the drawdown of the lake and whether they would have a say. Jennifer reported that they would have the same say as a property owner. 
-Steve asked about the right to build a large structure on the property.  Jennifer reports that there is nothing that precludes the right of them doing that.  She reported that they do not have interest in placing a building that would impact the natural look of the shoreline. 
-Jennifer reported that the preference would be to retrofit one of the existing structures if they were to build a classroom
-Question about whether they would connect to Stoney Pond.  Jennifer reported that typically DEC does not like to connect to public land and this area is very dense. 
-Restrictions from sisters: no hunting or trapping, no recreational use of motorized vehicles, horseback riding by permit only
Parking lots- keep them small and dispersed.  4-8 cars.  Parking lots will be visible from road so that they can be patrolled.  
-Carry in and carry out.  
-Access from the water. There has been some question about whether or not there would be a small dock on the shoreline.  Jennifer reported that there would 
-Dawn to Dusk- volunteers, neighbors, monitoring devices, there might be chains in certain areas. There are time mechanized devices that could be utilized if need be
-The house is privately owned.  375 acres would be coming off the tax roles as it is a nonprofit. 
-Jennifer reported that there would be a contact for the association
-Land Stewards to help with maintaining trails and properties
-No swimming allowed.  Being deliberate about trail design. Keep trails far enough from the trail line. 
Next steps- Launch a fundraising campaign
